It is neighbors from different faiths, 
cultures, and ages walking together to raise awareness and 
funds for international relief and development, as well as local 
hunger relief agencies.  All ages are welcome as well as dogs 
and strollers (no bikes please).

25% of the funds raised go to the 
Colchester Food Bank and the other 75% goes to Church 
World Service. Church World Service is a cooperative ministry 
of 35 Protestant, Orthodox, and Anglican denominations 
working to eradicate hunger and poverty – providing 
sustainable self-help and development, disaster relief, and 
refugee assistance in some 80 countries (including the USA)

Hand Shaking 
The Mission of Wellness received many health concerns from 
the congregation regarding shaking or holding of hands during 
worship. We met with Rev. Linda and discussed different ways 
in which we could offer the sign of peace other than shaking 
hands. I checked with other churches to see what they were 
doing and after discussion with Rev. Linda, we have two 
suggestions that you may try during this flu season.   
 
• One way is putting your hands together in a prayer like 

way and slightly bowing and wishing the person next to 
you  Welcome or the Peace of Christ be with you.   

• A second way will be crossing both arms across your 
chest, slightly bowing and wishing the person next to you 
Welcome or the Peace of Christ be with you.   

 
For the closing circle we suggest everyone puts their left hand 
on the shoulder of the person next to them. 
Thank you for your support and respect for others during this 
time of concern.
